I. INTRODUCTION

Raja Rammohun Roy Library Foundation is an autonomous
organisation sponsored and fully financed by the Ministry
of Education and Culture, Government of India. It was
constituted in May 1972 on the occasion of the bi-centenary
of the birth of Raja Rammohun Roy. The basic objective
of the Foundation is to promote and support library move-
ment in the countrv and to develop reading habit among the
people, particularly in the non-metropolitan areas. It works
in co-operation with the library authorities of the States and
Union Territories. The Foundation is registered under the
West Bengal Societies Registration Act, 1961.

During the year under review the Foundation made progress
in several directions. It was able to increase the quantum of
assistance above that of the previous years. The progress is,
however, more apparent than real. With the rising cost of
books the volume of assistance has in fact been dwindling
over the years. The resource position of the Foundation
remaining somewhat static it cannot obviously undertake
commitment for larger assistance to offset the effect of
inflation in the book market.

The Foundation can, however, claim satisfaction over the
fact that it received a record contribution of Rs. 23.49 lakhs
during the year marking an increase of Rs. 4.41 lakhs over
the previous year. This perhaps indicates greater confidence
of the States and Union Territories in the activities of the
Foundation and growing popularity and usefulness of its
programmes. While more and more States are coming
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forward to participate in the programmes of the Foundation
the smaller States are increasing their contributions to the
maximum limit. Jt 1S no doubt an encouraging th-'"“menﬂ,“
but the consequent obligation of matching assistance 19
Posing a problem for the Foundation.

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iI. BOOK ASSISTANCE

Books and readers constitute two basic elements in library
service. The Foundation therefore decided to continue the
programme of book assistance to the libraries during the 6th
Plan period. The assistance is rendered under certain schemes
viz.

1. Scheme of assistance towards building up of adequate
stock of books and reading and visual materials :

2. Assistance towards development of rural book deposit
centres and mobile library services ;

3. Assistance to centrally sponsored libraries ;

4. Assistance to State Central Libraries and District
Libraries directly by the Foundation.

1. Assistance towards building-up of adequate stock of
books and reading and visual materials :

The quality of a library depends on the size of its collec-
tion and the number of readers it serves. A library grows
when it replenishes its stock from time to time. But with the
meagre funds available and with the increasing price of books
the libraries are finding 1t difficult to acquire enough books
to cater to the needs of their growing readership. Except in
a few States, whatever funds are available from different
sources are spent up primarily for the maintenance of staff.
The Foundation, therefore, continues this major programme
in order to strengthen the book-stock of libraries.

The programmme has been sub-divided into two parts
keeping in view the organisational pattern of libraries and the
level of readership they serve : (a) Assistance to State and
District Libraries (b) Assistance to Town and Rural

Libraries.



State Library Planning Committees are responsible for
the preparation of list of libraries and list of books. For
the purpose of selecting books the Foundation issued certain
guidelines (see Appendix I.). The Foundation approves the
lists keeping in view the funds available for each State.

Once the lists are approved, the Foundation requests the
State authorities to purchase and distribute the books. Some
States viz. Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka, Bihar, Maharashtra,
Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Gujarat, Tripura and Mizoram naes
agreed to assume responsibility for the purchase and distribu-
tion of books. Uttar Pradesh has agreed to do so from next
year. Others are reluctant to do so on the ground that they
do not have adequate machinery for placing orders and

checking the bills of suppliers. The Foundation is doing the

Jjob for these States and Territories. Payment is released on

receipt of copies of orders and certified bills from the Conve-
ners in respect of the former group of States. When the
Foundation places orders 759, payment is made to the
publishers/book-sellers on receipt of proof of despatch and

the balance, on receipt of acknowledgements from the
recipient libraries.

(@) Book Assistance to the State Central Libraries and
District Librarjes -

All the States except Sikkim and Lakshadweep have set
up State Central Libraries. Delhi is covered by Delhi Public
Library. The State Central Library of Tamil Nadu i.e-
Connemara Public Library and M.S. Town Hall Library of

Maharashtra get books under the Delivery of Books Act:
There are also

Regional Libraries in some of the States ViZ-
Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh and
Rajasthan. District Libraries have been established in most
of t.he districts. Some of the State Central Libraries and
Regional Libraries also function as District Libraries for the
Ie€spective districts in which they are located. State Central

Libraries and Regional Libraries are usually Government
libraries. However, Gujarat Vidyapeeth in Gujarat, Sinha
Library in Bihar and Maulana Azad Central Library in Madhya
Pradesh are notable exceptions. Similarly, some of the
District Libraries are Government Libraries and some are
Government aided. In some States Sub-Divisional Libraries
are treated at par with District Libraries for receiving
assistance. During the year the Foundation has given
assistance to 27 State Central Libraries and 382 District
Libraries. Books worth Rs. 1.76 lakhs were supplied to

them.
(b) Book Assistance to Town and Rural Libraries

The organisational pattern of the libraries below the
district level is not uniform. They do not always conform to
administrative units. Generally speaking, in the south they
are called Branch libraries, in the West Taluka libraries, in
the north Tehsil libraries and in the east Sub-Divisional
libraries. Further below we have Block, Municipal, Town
and Rural libraries. Most of these libraries are private
libraries run by voluntary organisations, registered or unregis-
tered. For the purpose of giving grants the libraries are
sometimes classified into various groups. Since the aim of
the Foundation is to take library service to small towns and
villages, great stress has been laid upon assistance to this
group of libraries. During the year the Foundation covered
3885 town and rural libraries and books valued at Rs. 27.77
lakhs were supplied to them.

2. Assistance towards development of rural book deposit
centres and mobile library services :

If the benefits of public library service are to reach the
vast number of the less educated and neo-literate persons in
small towns and villages, arrangement should be made to
deliver books, written in simple language on subjects of

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4. Assistance to State Central Libraries and District
Libraries directly by the Foundation :

Apart from the books selected by the respective SLPCs,
the Administrative Committee of the Foundation centrally
selects a limited number of books, mainly in English, for
distribution to the State and District Libraries of the country.

The selection is done with the help of Book Selection
Committee set up by the Chairman as authorised by the
Administrative Committee. Guideline for central selection
of books were also adopted by the Foundation’s Administra-
tive Committee. (see Appendix 1I). During the yvear the
Foundation selected 77 titles for State Central Libraries, 9
titles for District Libraries and 12 titles for both State
Central and District Libraries. The quantum of assistance
under this programme amounted to Rs. 4 lakhs.

ilI. FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

There are three schemes under which financial assistance
is rendered to the libraries.

I. Assistance towards binding and preservation of rare
books, journals and manuscripts ;

2. Assistance towards organisation of library workshops,
seminars and book exhibitions :

3. Assistance towards storage of books :

1. Assistance towards binding and preservation of rare
books, ]Dﬂl‘l’lﬂls and manuscripts :

The Foundaticn adopted this scheme in 1975-76 to give
financial assistance to old and well-established libraries of
the country for fumigation, lamination, repair, binding and
preservation of rare books, journals and manuscripts.

Though the Foundation recommends that such rare books
and manuscripts should be collected and preserved by some
selected libraries having facilities for preservation of suc_h
materials, many libraries do not like to part with their
treasures. Hence assistance has to be given under the scheme
to a large number of public libraries on the recommendﬂt_iﬂﬂ
of the State authorities. During 1980-81 the Foundation
rendered financial assistance to 156 libraries amounting to
Rs. 0.46 lakhs. So far the Foundation has covered 321

libraries and spent Rs. 8.01 lakhs for the purpose. (see
Appendix II1)

2. Assistance towards or

The object of the scheme is to give reorientation training
to Librarians and to Promote the use of books and reading
habit among the public. The assistance under the scheme

recipient of assistance was Indian Association of Special
Libraries and Information Centres. An amount of Rs. 5,000/-
was granted to the IASLIC for their IX National Seminar at
Nagpur in October 1980 to discuss (a) Role of Information
Centre in Technology Transfer (b) Role of State level and
National Library Associations in Library Development in
India.  Assistance was also given under the scheme to three
District Library authorities of Andhra Pradesh viz. Hydera—
bad, Visakhapauanam and Guntur for the organisation of

Refresher Courses for graduate librarians. In all 170
Librarians received refresher course training.

It is expected that more and more States will come for-
ward to take advantage of this scheme in the coming years.

3. Assistance towards storage of books :

This is comparatively a new scheme adopted in 1979-80
to facilitate small libraries below the district level to keep
and display the increasing number of books received from the
Foundation. Under the scheme financial assistance is given
to the libraries for purchasing not more than two almirahs/
racks in a year on the recommendation of the State Govern-
ment. During the year the Foundation gave assistance to 320
libraries of Kerala and 47 libraries of Himachal Pradesh

(see Appendix I1I).

Rules and Regulations :

The constitution of the Foundation is embodied in its
Memorandum of Association and Rules. Delegation of
powers and the terms and conditions of service of the
employees are regulated by Service Regulations. Contributory
Provident Fund scheme was introduced in 1975. Matters that
are not covered by the above rules and regulations are to be
decided by the Administrative Committee and the Foundation.

VI. CONCLUSION :

Problems and bottlenecks :

In executing the programmes, the Foundation was con-
fronted with various problems and bottlenecks during the
period under review. Apart from late submission of proposals
by some States, proposals from some other States were not
received at all during the year. As a consequence funds
received from and earmaked for such States could not be
utilised fully which resulted in a large closing balance at the
end of the year.

The Foundation has been able, in the course of the nine
years of its functioning, to create an awareness of library
service among the public. Some States have started exercise
for library legislation, others have established libraries at
various levels, and some others have encouraged voluntary
organizations to run libraries with book assistance from the
Foundation. The presentation of books itself has generated a
momentum of its own. Libraries with larger stock of books
are expanding their services by setting up book delivery
stations. Mobile or circulating Library Service is being
organised in many districts. Almost all the good public
libraries of the country have been receiving funds for binding
their rare books and manuscripts. Thousands of libraries in

the countryside are receiving book assistance from the

107
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Foundation every year. The Foundation can thus reasonably

claim to have created an atmosphere for the expansion of
library service throughout the country. The momentum is to

be sustained and vigorously followed up in the years to
come.

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APPENDIX—I

GUIDELINES FOR SELECTION OF BOOKS AND
LIBRARIES IN THE STATES

1. The main objective of the Foundation is to spread the
library movement in small towns and villages and to develop
reading habit among the people. The objective should be kept
in view in selecting libraries and books for assistance.

2. The Foundation has not prescribed any fixed norm for
the selection of books -from different subject groups as the
objective conditions (viz. availability of literature in different
subjects in regional languages. extent of literacy, development
of library service and reading habit of the people) differ from
state to state. It is, however, suggested that 259, books
should be selected from children’s literature, literature for
neo-literates and popular science. In respect of other
categories of books the State Library Planning Committees
are free to set their own norms.

3. It is desired that at least 209, of books should be
selected from the publications in English, Hindi and regional
languages other than the major regional language of the State
in the interest of national integration. On the same conside-—
ration translations of award-winning books of other regional
languges viz. Adan Pradan series being published by Natio-
nal Book Trust should find place in the list of selected

books.

4. Since many Central and State Government organiza-
tions are engaged in the production of good literature, it is
expected that some percentage of books will be selected from
the publications of Government and semi-Government orga-
nizations viz. Publications Division, Sahitya Academi,
National Book Trust, NCERT, State - Sahitya / Granth
Academies etc.

Special considerations are made if it can be proved by the
concerned institutions or concerns that due to their pricing
policy they do not give more than a prescribed rate of
discount to any other party. The rates of discount should be
kept in view while preparing the list of books. A list in
proportion to the fund available or earmarked should be
prcpared. The principal list should be accompanied by a
supplementary list containing the names of books in order of

preference.

9. In preparing the lists of books the requisite bibliogra-
phical details are to be recorded viz. name of title, name of
author, name and address of publisher, subject, year of
publication, edition (paper back or hard cover) and price.
One or two common lists of books (one for district level
libraries and one for small town and rural libraries) may be
prepared. For administrative convenience books should be
included publ#sher wise in the list. The particulars are to be
recorded in English or Devnagari script. Every page of the
booklist should bear the signature of the Convener or the
officer-in-charge indicating the authenticity of the selected
books.

10. In selecting town and rural libraries care should be
taken to ensure that the selected libraries are actually functio-
ning. The selection of unregistered libraries should generally
be avoided. The list should contain the full name and
addresses of the selected libraries. Since publishers are
reluctant to supply books direct to the rural libraries, the
distribution centres should also be indicated while furnishing
the list of libraries.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. The role of libraries and adult education centres
functioning under the various schemes of the Central and
State Govcrnments and non-governmental agencies are
complementary to each other.
