CHAPTER 1]

INTRODUCTION

Raja Rammohun Roy Library Foundation is an autono-
mous organisation sponsored and fully financed by the
Ministry of Education, Government of India. It was constitu-
ted in May 1972 on the occasion of the bi-centenary of the
birth of Raja Rammohun Roy. The basic objective of the
Foundation is to promote and support library movement in
the country and to develop reading habit among the people,
particularly in the non-metropolitan areas. It works in
co-operation with the library authorities of States and Union
Territories. The Foundarion is registered under the West
Bengal Societies Registration Act, 1961.

The Foundation does not just function as an aid-giving
body. It is conscious of its responsibility for the dissemina-
tion of ideas for promotion of library services in the country.
With that objective in view a series of lectures by some
eminent scholars on different aspects of library organisation,
which were initiated last year, were continued. During the
year under report the Foundation constituted s Working
Group to draft ‘/National Policy on Library and Information
Services”. The Foundation also approved and launched 3 pilot
project through the Department of Library Science, Mysore
University, Mysore for surveying the extent and Impact of
library services rendered by the public libraries in the State of
Karnataka. A conference of the State Library Planning
Committees was organised to impress upon the library autho-
rities of different States and Union Territories the necessity of



maintaining uptodate statistics on library services. Interna-
tional contact with the International Federation of Library

Associations and Institutions has also been established. The

lectures, meetings, pilot survey and the deliberations of the
Working Group may make some contribution towards the
formulation of the national policy on library and information
services and towards the improvement of the national library

system which are the two principal objectives of the
Foundation.

Library service being a state subject the Foundation has
necessarily to work within the parameters of constitutional

provisions, in co-operation with the State Governments. The
States which have better infrastructure of library services can

utilise assistance received from the Foundation in a more
fruitful manner than the States having no well-organised
network of libraries. The five States which have adopted
library legislation viz. Tamil Nadu (1948), Andhra Pradesh
(1960), Karnataka (1965), Maharashtra (1967) and West
Bengal (1979) have developed satisfactory network of
libraries. Consequently these States took proportionately
larger assistance from the Foundation. The idea of library
legislation has been Propagated by the Foundation from
various platforms. The Member-Secretary attended meetings
in U.P. and Bihar organised by the State Government and
the State Library Association respectively with a view to
devcloping public library system in these two States. Due
to the combined efforts of the Foundation, the
ments and the library associations, some oth
have now started their exercise
tion.

While it was an
year of stress and strain in the office of the Foundation,
some of the State Governments displayed inertia in the
utilisation of funds. Consequently the volume of assistance
remained static, rather slowed down to some extent, leaving
however, ample promise of substantial expansion in the
coming years. This was also the year when the Foundation
diversified its promotional activities so as to cover a wide
range of objectives. The Foundation is, indeed, well-set for
heralding the emergence of a new decade of development.



CHAPTER 2
BOOK ASSISTANCE

Books and readers constitute the two basic elements of
library service. The Foundation, therefore, decided to

continue the programme of book assistance to the libraries
during the 6th Plan period.

The assistance is rendered
under certain schemes viz. :

1. Assistance towards Building-up of Adequate Stock
of Books and Reading and Visual Materials.

2. Assistance towards Development of Rural Book
Deposit Centres and Mobile Library Services.

3. Assistance to Centrally Sponsored Libraries.

4. Assistance to State Central Libraries and District
Libraries directly by the Foundation.

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The Programme has been sub-divided into parts keeping
in view the organisational pattern of libraries and the level
of readership they serve: (a) Assistance to State and
the District Libraries (b) Assistance to Town and Rural
Libraries.

State Library Planning Committees (SLPC) are responsible
for the preparation of list of libraries and list of books. For
the purpose of selecting books in the States the Foundation
Issued certain guidelines. The Foundation approves the
lists keeping in view the funds available for each State.

Once the lists are approved, the Foundation requests
the State authorities to purchase and distribute the books.
Some States v/z., (1) Andhra Pradesh, (2) Bihar, (3) Gujarat,
(4) Karnataka, (5) Kerala, (6) Maharashtra, (7) Mizoram,
(8) Madhya Pradesh, (9) Punjab, (10) Tamil Nadu,
(11) Tripura and (12) Uttar Pradesh continued to assume
the responsibility for the purchase and distribution of books.
The Foundation is doing the job for rest of the States and
Union Territories as these are reluctantto do so on the
ground that they do not have adequate machinery for
placing orders and checking the bills of suppliers. Payment
Is released by the Foundation on receipt of copies of orders
and certified bills from the Conveners in respect of the
former group of States. When the Foundation places orders,
759, payment is made to the publishers/suppliers on receipt
of despatch and the balance, on receipt of acknowledgements
from the recipient libraries.

(a) Book assistance to the State Central Libraries and
District Libraries :

All the States and Union Territories. except Sikkim and

Lakshadweep, have set up State Central Libraries. Delhi
Is covered by Delhi Public Library. The State Central

Delivery of Books Act. There are also Regional Libraries In
some States viz., (1) Andhra Pradesh, (2) Bihar, (3) Madhya
Pradesh, (4) Maharashtra and (9) Rajasthan. District Libra-
ries have been established in most of the districts. Some of
the State Central Libraries and Regional Libraries also func:
tion as District Libraries for the respective districts in which
they are located. State Central Libraries and Regional
Libraries are usually Government librarjes. However, Gujarat
Vidyapeeth in Gujarat, Sinha Library in Bihar, and Maulana
Azad Central Library in Madhya Pradesh are notable excep-

tions. Similarly, some of the District Libraries are Govern-
ment Libraries and some are only Government alded.

During the vyear the Foundation has given assistance to
26 State Central Libraries and 381 District Libraries. Books

worth Rs. 2.16 lakhs were supplied to these libraries.

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2. Assistance towards Development of Rural Book
Deposit Centres and Mobile Library Services :

If the benefits of public library service are to reach the
vast number of the less educated and neo-literate persons
in small towns and villages, arrangement should be made to
deliver books, written in simple language on subjects of
popular interest, at their doorsteps. All established libraries
and reputed voluntary organisations engaged in social
welfare activities are encouraged to organise this service.
Assistance under the scheme is given in the form of books,
cycles, rickshaws, trunks, bags etc. The recipient institutions
are expected to circulate books from one delivery station
to another with the help of cheap modes of transport or
free service of volunteers. Where library service has not
reached a rural area, book delivery station is to be set up in
villages. Where library coverage has been extended to a
village, door to doorservice is to be organised in co-operation
with the voluntary agencies and paid workers engaged in

implementing adult education programmes.

3. Assistance to Centrally Sponsored Libraries :

The Central Department of Education under its Youth
Services Programme has established Nehru Yuvak Kendras
in various District headquarters of the country for the welfare
of non-student youths between 15 to 35 years of age.
Apart from recreational activities Nehru Yuvak Kendras are
also expected to support adult education programmes and
to run circulating library services through rural youth clubs.
The Foundation supports the library services organised by
the Kendras. Similarly the Bal Bhavan Society of India has
sponsored Jawahar Bal Bhavans in different parts of the
country. The Central Department of Social Welfare also
has set up Aurobindo Bal Kendras in big cities for the
education of slum-dwelling children. Assistance under the

The quantum of assistance under this Programme amounted
to Rs. 4 |akhs.



CHAPTER 3

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

There are three schemes under which financial assistance
is rendered to the libraries.

1. Assistance towards binding and preservation of rare
books, journals and manuscripts.

2. Assistance towards organisation of library workshops,
seminars and book exhibitions.

3. Assistance towards storage of books.

1. Assistance towards binding and preservation of
rare books, journals and manuscripts :

The Foundation adopted this scheme in 1975-76 to give
financial assistance to old and well-established libraries
of the country for fumigation, lamination, binding, repair and
preservation of rare books, journals and manuscripts.
Thnough the Foundation recommends that such rare books
and manuscripts should be collected and preserved by some
selected libraries having facilities for preservation of such
materials, many libraries do not like to part with their
treasures. Hence assistance has to be given under the
scheme to a large number of public libraries on the
recommendation of the State authorities. During 1981.82
the Foundation rendered financial assistance of Rs. 0. 31
lakhs to 123 libraries. So far the Foundation has covered
431 libraries and spent Rs. 8.42 lakhs for the purpose

State Library Planning Committees

State Library Planning Committees (SLPC) are the
principal agencies through which the Foundation collaborates
with State and Union Territory Governments. These

Committees are expected not only to plan the expansion and
development of library services in their respective States but
also to supervise the implementation of various programmes
of assistance adopted by the Foundation. These are also
expected to serve as co-ordinating bodies of several State
departments engaged in the promotion of library services at
various levels. The functions of S. L. P. C are:

(a) to prepare a comprehensive plan of library services
in the State, particularly, in the non-metropolitan
areas :;

(b) to ensure payment of regular State Government
contribution to and obtain sanction of regular
matching grants from the Foundation :

(c) to scrutinize and recommend proposals for assistance
to the Foundation ;

(d) to select books according to the needs of the
community and in conformity with the guidelines
prescribed by the Foundation :

(e) to ensure proper utilisation of assistance rendered
by the Foundation ;

(f) to create an atmosphere for the development of

reading habit among the general public by arranging
symposia, seminars, exhibitions and other cultural

activities ;

(g) any other activity for developing library movement.

this tendency, the Foundation has requested the State
authorities to select books after physical verification of their
availability and also to take into account both the quality

and price of a book before selection.

Achievement

Notwithstanding various administrative and procedural
constraints, the Foundation has taken long strides in promo-
ting library services in the country. Since its inception in
1972 till March 1982 the Foundation received a total
contribution of Rs. 329.60 lakhs out of which Rs. 187.60
lakhs were received from the Government of india and the
balance amount of Rs. 142.10 lakhs, from the States and

Union Territories.

The volume of assistance rendered during the year
amounts to Rs. 32.98 lakhs and the grand total of assistance
during the last ten years is Rs. 277.00 lakhs.
