CHAPTER ]
INTRODUCTION

This report covers the activities of the 11th year of Raja
Rammohun Roy Library Foundation. The Foundation IS an
autonomous organisation sponsored by the Government of
India, Ministry of Education and Culture. It came into
existence in May 1972 on the occasion of the bicentennary
of the birth of Raja Rammohun Roy. The basic objective
of the Foundation is to promote and support library movement
in the country and to develop reading habit among the people,
particularly in the non-metropolitan areas. It works in
Cooperation with library authorities of states and union
territories. The Foundation ijs registered under the West
Bengal Societies Registration Act, 1961.

Library service being a state subject. the Foundation has
necessarily to work within the parametres of constitutional
provisions, in co-operation with the State Governments. The
States which have better Infrastructure of library services
can utilise assistance recejved from the Foundation in a2
more fruitful manner than the States having no well-organised
system of libraries. The five States which have adopted
library legislation viz. Tamil Nadu (1948), Andhra Pradesh
(1960), Karnataka (1965), Maharashtra (1967) and West
Bengal (1979) have developed satisfactory network of
libraries. Consequently, these States took Proportionately
larger share of assistance from the Foundation. There are
some smaller States and Union Territories like Gujarat, Kerala
and Pondicherry where library service js fairly extensive even



without library legislation. Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and Rajas-
than have consistently been participating in the programmes
of the Foundation. Punjab continued to strengthen the
district libraries. Orissa, Nagaland and Mizoram are evincing
keen interest to extend the scope of library 'faci!ities to
remote areas with assistance from the Foundation. |'|im"‘wh&lI
Prodesh, Tripura, Sikkim Arunachal Pradesh, Andaman and
Nicobar Islands and Goa, Daman and Diu are SOmeWhat
irregular.

CHAPTER 2

BOOK ASSISTANCE

Books and readers constitute the two basic elements of
library service. Book assistance to the public libraries,
therefore, continued to be the main programme of the Foun-

dation during the 6th Plan period. The assistance is rendered
under certain schemes viz. -

1. Assistance towards building-up of adequate stock of
books and reading and visual materials.

2. Assistance towards development of rural book deposit
centres and mobile library services.

3. Assistance to centrally sponsored libraries.

4. Assistance to State Central Libraries and District Libra-
ries directly by the Foundation.

1. Assistance 'towards building-up of adequate
stock of books and visual materials :

The quality of a library depends on the size of its collection
and the number of readers it serves. A library grows when
it replenishes its stock from time to time. But as availability
of funds is not keeping up with the Increasing price of books,
the libraries are finding it difficult to acquire enough books
to cater to the needs of their growing readership. Except
in a few States, whatever funds are available from different
sources are spent primarily for the maintenance of staff. The
Foundation, therefore, continued this major scheme of
strengthening the book-stock of libraries.

up State Central Libraries. Delhi is served by the Delhi
Public Library. The State Central Library of Tamil Nadu
I. e., Connemara Public Library, and M.S. Town Hall Library
of Maharashtra get books under the Delivery of Books Act.
There are also Regional Libraries in some States viz.. (1)
Andhra Pradesh, (2) Bihar, (3) Madhya Pradesh, (4) Mahara-
shtra and (5) Rajasthan. District Libraries have been
established in most of the districts. Some of the State
Central Libraries and Regional Libraries also function as
District Libraries for the respective districts in which they
are located. State Central Libraries and Regional Libraries
are usually Government libraries. However, Gujarat Vidya-
peeth In Gujarat, Sinha Library in Bihar, and Maulana Azad
Central Library in Madhya Pradesh are notable exceptions.
Similarly, some of the District Libraries are Government
Libraries and some are only Government aided.

During the year the Foundation has given assistance to
26 State Central Libraries and 383 District Libraries. Books
worth Rs. 5.97 lakhs were supplied to these libraries.

(b) Book assistance to urban and rural libraries :

The organisational pattern of the libraries below the district
level is not uniform. They do not always conform to
administrative units. Generally speaking, in the south they
are called Branch Libraries, in the west and north Taluka
or Tehsil Libraries and in the east Sub-Divisional Libraries.
Further below we have Block, Municipal, Town and Rural
Libraries. Many of these libraries are run by voluntary
organisations, registered or unregistered. For the purpose
of giving grants, the libraries are sometimes classified into
various groups. Since the aim of the Foundation is to extend
library service to small towns and villages, great stress has
been laid upon assistance to this group of libraries. During
the year the Foundation rendered assistance worth Rs. 39 35
lakhs to these libraries below the district level.



2. Assistance towards Development of Rural Book
Deposit Centres and Mobile Library Services :

If the benefits of public library service are to reach the va'st
number of the less educated and neo-literate persons In
small towns and villages, arrangement should be made to
deliver books, written in simple language on subjects .of
popular interest, at their doorsteps  All established libran_es
and reputed voluntary organisations engaged in social
welfare activities are encouraged to organise this service.
Assistance under the scheme is given in the form of books,
cycles, rickshaws, trunks, bags etc. The recipient institutions
are expected to circulate books from one delivery station to
another with the help of cheap modes of transport or free
service of volunteers. Where library service has not reached
a rural area, book delivery station is to be set up in villages.
Where library coverage has been extended to a village, door
to door service is to be organised in cooperation with the

voluntary agencies and paid workers engaged in implementing

adult education programmes. During the year the Founda-

tion rendered assistance to Visva Bharati University to support

their library extension activities in 20 village centres.

Assistance was also given to the District Library Committee
of Gurgaon for bell-cycle library project.

3. Assistance to Centrally Sponsored Libraries :

The Central Department of Education under its Youth
Services Programme has established Nehru Yuvak Kendras

in various District headquarters of the country for the welfare
of non-student youths between 15 to 35 years of age. Apart
from recreational activities Nehru Yyvak Kendras are also
expected to support adult education programmes and to run
circulating library services through rural youth clubs. The
Foundation supports the library services organised by the

Kendras. Similarly the Bal Bhavan Society of India has
sponsored Jawahar Ba| Bhavans

country. The Central Department of Social Welfare also
has set up Aurobindo Bal Kendras in big cities for the
education of slum-dwelling children. Assistance under the
scheme can also be rendered to some reputed voluntary
organisations recognised or recommended by the Govern-
ment of India. During the period the Foundation rendered
assistance to 45 Nehru Yuvak Kendras and 20 Bal Bhavans

4. Assistance to State Central Libraries and District
Libraries directly by the Foundation :

Apart from the books, mainly in Indian languages, selected
by the respective SLPCs for State Central Libraries and
District Libraries ( vide para 1 (a) ), the Administrative
Committee of the Foundation centrally selects a limited
number of books, mainly in English, for distribution to the
State and District Libraries in the country. Guidelines for
central selection of books were also adopted by the Founda-
tion’s Administrative Committee. During the vyear the
Foundation selected 53 titles for State Central Libraries, 10
titles for District Libraries and 41 titles for both State Central
and District Libraries. The quantum of assistance under
this programme amounted to Rs. 2.30 lakhs.

3 Assistance towards storage of books :

This is comparatively a new scheme adopted In 1979-80 to
enable small libraries below district level to keep and display
increasing number of books received from the Foundation.
Under this scheme financial assistance is given to the libraries
for purchasing not more than 2 almirahs/racks in a year on
the recommendation of the State Government. During the
year the Foundation sanctioned assistance to 45 nos. of

libraries in the states of Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Himachal
Pradesh and Orissa (Appendix [l).

CHAPTER O

ADMINISTRATION

3. State Library Planning Committees (SLPCs)

State Library Planning Committees (SLPCs) are the principal
agencies through which the Foundation collaborates with

States and Union Territory Governments. These committees
are expected not only to plan the expansion and development
of library services in their respective states but also to supervise
the implementation of various programmes of assistance
adopted by the Foundation. These are also expected to
serve as coordinating bodies of several state departments
engaged in the promotion of library services at various levels.
The SLPCs are supposed to meet at least twice a year.
Functions of the SLPCs are :

(a) to prepare a perspective and annual plan of library
services, particularly in the non-metropolitan areas, in
the states with particular reference to the assistance

programmes of the Foundation,

(b) to ensure payment of State Government contribution to
‘and drawal of matching grant from the Foundation,

(c)  to scrutinise and recommend proposals for assistance
to the Foundation,

(d) to select books according to the felt-need of the
community and in conformity with the guidelines
prescribed by the Foundation,

(e) to ensure proper utilisation of assistance rendered by
the Foundation,

(f) to create an atmosphere for the development of reading
habit among the general public by arranging symposia,
seminars, exhibitions and other cultural activities,

(g) to perform any other activity conducive to the develop-
ment of library movement in the State/Union Territory.

8. Finance

lakhs (Rs. 4.47 lakhs under Non-Plan and Rs. 23.00 lakhs
under Flan) from the Government of India.

2. Achievements

Notwithstanding various administrative and procedural
constraints, the Foundation has taken long strides in promo-
ting library services in the country. Since its inception in
1972 till March 1983, the Foundation received a total con-
tribution of Rs. 376.95 lakhs out of which Rs. 214.97 lakhs
were received from the Government of India and the balance
amount of Rs. 161.98 lakhs from the States and Union
Territories. ~.
The volume of assistance rendered during the year 1982-83
amounts to Rs. 49.12 lakhs and the grand total of assistance
during the last eleven years is Rs. 326.12 lakhs.

Over the last eleven years the Foundation has covered 17084
libraries at various levels :
