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CHAPTER 1

INTRODUCTION

Thi_s Annual Report covers the activities of the 12th year of
Ra.la Rammohun Roy Library Foundation. It came into
existence in May 1972 on the occasion of the bicentenary
of the birth of Raja Rammohun Roy. The Foundation has
be_e” sponsored as an autonomous organisation by the
Ministry of Education and Culture, Govt. of India, 10 support
an(:j Promote library movement in the country. The basic
Objective of the Foundation is to extend library facilities for
the people in co-operation with State Governments and
Union Territory Administrations and other organisations
working in the field. The Foundation is registered under the
West Bengal Societies Registration Act, 1961.

_COnStitutionally, libraries and for that matter public libraries
in particular, come under the jurisdiction of State Govern-
ments. India has 22 States and 9 Union Territories each
different from the other in size, population, percentage of
literacy, economic development and socio-cultural environ-
ment. Naturally, the extent and quality of library servfce
vary from state to. state. Fiverof sthe majorsstaies which
adopted library legislation viz. Tamil Nadu (1948). Andhra
Pradesh (1960), Karnataka (1965). Vaharashtra (1967) and
West Bengal (1979) have generally been found to be more
advanced in library service than others. On the other hand,
SOme of the smaller states and union territories have deyelop{ed
good infrastructure of public libraries by administiative
Measures. Mention may be made of Assam, Tripura a.nd
Pondicherry where governments have taken steps 10 establlsh
and maintain libraries in small administrative units._ rDelhl
being served by Delhi Public Library stands On a d!frerent
footing. Most of the states, however, find it convenient to
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promote library service by means of the system of grants-in-
aid to voluntary organisations. Kerala and Guijarat provide
best examples in this category. During the year under report
most of the states participated in the programmes of the
Foundation. Maharashtra, Karnataka and Himachal Pradesh,
however, failed to utilise assistance due to administrative
bottlenecks. Nothing substantial could be done for Madhya
Pradesh, Haryana, Jammu & Kashmir and Meghalaya in spite
of our best efforts. Orissa, on the other hand, came forward
in a big way to support their rural libraries. The resource

position being what it IS, the Foundation maintained a steady
level of assistance during the vyear.

The Foundation is not merely a financing body for the develop-
ment of public libraries in the country. It is conscious of its

role as a catalytic agent for the qualitative improvement of
library services.

The quality of a library depends on the size of Its collection

and the number of readers It SErves. A library grows when
it augments its stock from time to time. But as availability
of funds is not keeping up with the i creasing price of books,
the libraries are finding it difficult to acquire enough books
to cater to the needs of their growing readership. Except in
a few States, whatever funds are qvailable from different
sources are spent primarily for the maintenance of staff. The

Foundation, therefore, continued this major scheme of
augmenting the book-stock of libraries.

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

There are three schemes under which financial assistance IS
rendered to the libraries.

1. Assistance towards binding and preservation of rare
books, journals and manuscripts.

2. Assistance towards organisation of library workshops,

seminars and book exhibitions.

3. Assistance towards storage of boOKs.

1. Assistance towards binding and preservation of
rare books, journals and manuscripts :

The Foundation adopted In 1975-76 this scheme of giving
financial assistance to old and well-established libraries of
the country for fumigation, lamination, binding, repair and
preservation of rare books, journals and manuscripts. Though
the Foundation recommends that such rare books and
manuscripts should be collected and preserved by sSome
selected libraries having facilities for preservation of such

materials, many libraries do not like to part with their
treasures. Hence assistance has to be given under the scheme
to a large number of public ipraries on the recommendation
of the state authorities. During the year the Foundation

rendered financial assistance of RS 5000/- to 6 libraries.
So far the Foundation has covered 438 libraries and spent

Rs. 8.55 lakhs for the purpose.

The object of the scheme is to give reorientation training
