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CHAPTER 1

INTRODUCTION

Raja Rammohun Roy Library Foundation is an autonomous
organisation established by the Department of Culture,
Government of India. It came into existence in 1972 on the
occasion of the bicentenary of the birth of Raja Rammohun
Roy, the International Book Year and the celebration of
Silver Jubilee of India’s Independence. The basic objective
of the Foundation is to take the library movement to small
towns and villages in co-operation with State Governments,
Union Territory Administrations and other organisations
working in the field with a view to providing reading facilities
for all sections of the people. The Foundation is registered
under the West Bengal Societies Registration Act, 1961.

Constitutionally libraries, and for that matter public libraries
in particular, come under the jurisdiction of State Governments.
India has 22 states and 9 union territories each different
from the other in size, population, percentage of literacy,
economic development and socio-cultural environment.
Naturally, the extent and quality of library service vary from
state to state. Generally speaking, the states which have
adopted library legislation viz. Tamil Nadu (1948), Andhra

Pradesh (1960), Karnataka (1965), Maharashtra (1967) and
West Bengal (1979) are more advanced in library service
than others. Some of the small States and Union
Territories have also developed good infrastructure of library
service. Mention may be made of Assam, Gujarat, Kerala
and Pondicherry. While in some parts of the country State



Governments have taken initiative and sponsored libraries, In
others library service is provided mainly by voluntary organi-
sations with grants from the Government. Though the ideal
situation is full state responsibility for library service, in the
PTESent context of resource constraints the provision and
extension of library service through voluntary organisations
Is unavoidable and will continue for an indefinite period of
time. Raja Rammohun Roy Library Foundation, with limited
resources at its disposal. supports the state efforts by
rendering assistance on matching basis under certain schemes.
It also gives direct assistance to certain categories of libraries
to improve their quality of service. Both the patterns of
assistance continued during the year covered by this report.

The Foundation is not merely a financing body for the
development of public libraries in the country. It is conscious
of its role as g Catalytic agent for the qualitative improvement
of library services. With this end in view the Foundation
carried out certain Programmes during the year. It requested
R orend Union Territory Governments to undertake

The Foundation
also took initiative in organising a National Seminar on
Bibliographic Control in India in collaboration with the
National Library and Central Reference Library with a view
to improving bibliographic services in the country. The
seminar was held at the National Library, Calcutta in
February 1985. The Foundation also supported some state
level organisations in holding professional seminars. A’
project for preparing a Public Library Standard has also

been mooted.

A greater role was envisaged for the Foundation during the
Seventh Five Year Plan. Exercise has been made to finalise
the Seventh Plan programmes with certain new schemes for
enlarging the area of its activities. The project for the
construction of the Foundation’s office building at Salt Lake,
Calcutta has reached the final stage. In short, the 13th year
of the Foundation was an year of all-round activities and
progress.



CHAPTER 2
BOOK ASSISTANCE

Books ang readers constjtyte the two basic elements of library
Service. The Foundation, therefore, continued the programme
of book assistance to pe its main programme during the

Sixth Plan Period. The assistance is rendered under two
sChemes viz. -

1. Assistance towards building-up of adequate stock Of

MATCHING BOOK ASSISTANCE

The State Library Planning Committee or the State Library
Committee set up at the instance of the Foundation in each
State and Union Territory prepares proposals for assistance
under this major scheme. It prepares the list of books and
the list of libraries to which the books are to be sent. For
this purpose the Foundation has issued detailed guidelines.

Once lists of books and beneficiary libraries are approved by
the State Library Committe, steps are taken to purchase and
distribute the books. Some States viz., (1) Andhra Pradesh,
(2) Assam, (3) Bihar, (4) Gujarat, (5) Karnataka, (6) Kerala,
(7) Maharashtra, (8) Mizoram, (9) Orissa, (10) Pondicherry,
(11) Punjab, (12) Tamil Nadu, (13) Tripura and (14) Uttar
Pradesh continued to assume the responsibility for the
purchase and distribution of books. The Foundation, how-
ever, has been doing this job for the rest of the States and
Union Territories as these are reluctant to do so on the
ground that they do not have adequate machinery for placing
orders and checking the bills of suppliers. Payment is
released by the Foundation on receipt of copies of orders and
certified bills from the Conveners of the SLPCs/SLCs in
respect of the former group of States. When the Foundation
places orders, 759, payment is made to the publishers/

suppliers on receipt of proof of despatch and the balance, on
receipt of acknowledgement from the recipient libraries.

The matching programme of book assistance has been
subdivided into parts keeping in view the organisational
pattern of libraries and the level of readership they serve :
(a) Assistance to State Central Libraries and District Libraries
and (b) Assistance to Urban and Rural Libraries.

(a) Book assistance to the State Central Libraries and
District Libraries :

Almost all the States and Union Territories, have set up State
Central Libraries. Delhi is served by the Delhi Public Library.

State
Central Libraries and Regional Libraries are usually Govern-
ment Libraries, However, Gujarat Vidyapeeth in Gujara't,
Sinha Library in Bihar and Maulana Azad Central Library in
Madhya Pradesh are notable exceptions. Similarly, some of
the District Libraries aré government libraries and some are
only government ajded. During the year the Foundation has

given assistance to 27 State Central Libraries and 383
District Librarjes.

categories ‘of libraries in a limited scale. The beneficiary
libraries under this programme are (a) Centrally Sponsored
Libraries like Nehru Yuvak Kendras, Jawahar Bal Bhavans etc.
and (b) State Central Libraries and District Libraries through
Central Selection of books, mainly in English.

(a) Assistance to Centrally Sponsored Libraries :

The Central Ministry of Sports since reunified under the
Ministry of Human Resource Development. Under its Youth
Services Programme has established Nehru Yuvak Kendras in
various District headquarters of the country for the welfare of
non-student youth between 15 to 35 years of age. Apart from
recreational activities Nehru Yuvak Kendras are also expected
to support adult education programmes and to run circulating
library services through rural youth clubs. The Foundation
supports the library services organised by the Kendras.
Similarly the Bal Bhavan Society of India has sponsored
Jawahar Bal Bhavans in different parts of the country. The
Central Department of Social Welfare also has set up
Aurobindo Bal Kendras in big cities for the education of
slumdwelling children. Assistance under the scheme can
also be rendered to some reputed voluntary organisations
recognised or recommended by the Government of India.
During the period the Foudation rendered assistance to
56 Nehru Yuvak Kendras and 22 Bal Bhavans and Bal Kendras.

(b) Assistance to State Central Libraries and District
Libraries directly by the Foundation -

Apart from the books, mainly in Indian languages, selected
by the respective SLPC/SLC for State Central Libraries and
District Libraries, the Administrative Committee of the Foun-
dation centrally selects a limited number of books, mainly
in English, for distribution to the State and District Libraries
in the country. The administrative Committee of the
Foundation has prepared detailed guidelines for selection of

titles submitted by various publishers under this scheme.
During the year the Foundation selected 100 titles for State
Central Libraries and 61 titles for both State Central and

District Libraries. The quantum of assistance under this
Programme amounted to Rs. 5§49 lakhs.

2. Assistance towards development of Rural Book
Deposit Centres and Mobile Library Services :

If the benefits of public library service are to reach the vast
number of the less educated ang neo-literate persons in
small towns and villages, arrangement should be made 1O
deliver books written in simple language on subjects Of
Popular interest, at their doorsteps. All established libraries

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CHAPTER 3

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

There are three schemes under which financial assistance iIs
rendered to the libraries.

1. Assistance towards binding and preservation of rare
books, journals and manuscripts.

2. Assistance towards organisation of library workshops,
seminars and book exhibitions.

3. Assistance towards storage of books.

1. Assistance towards binding and preservation of
rare books, journals and manuscripts :

The Foundation adopted in 1975-76 this scheme of giving
financial assistance to old and well-established libraries of
the country for fumigation, lamination, binding, repair and
preservation of rare books, journals and manuscripts. Though
‘the Foundation recommends that such rare books and
manuscripts should be collected and preserved by some
selected libraries having facilities for preservation of such
materials, many libraries do not like to part with their
treasures. Hence assistance has to be given under the scheme
to a large number of public libraries on the recommendation
of the state authorities. There is, however, a gradual
shrinkage of the scheme as the Department of Culture has
adopted an identical programme of assistance. During
the year the Foundation rendered financial assistance of
Rs. 6,000/- to two libraries. So far the Foundation has
covered 439 libraries and spent Rs. 8.61 lakhs for the purpose.

Chaturvedi, Comptroller and Auditor General of India
delivered the Foundation Day Oration on Raja Rammohun
Roy and His Quest for Tolerance and Rationality. Shri Mohan
Mukerji, Chairman of the Foundation presided.

2. National Policy on Library and Information System

The ‘Foundation finalised the preparation of draft policy
statement on National Policy on Library and Information
System and submitted it to the Government of India in July
1984. On behalf of the Foundation Shri Mohan Muker;ji,
Chairman requested that Government of India, Minisiry of
Education and Culture in the light of the recommendations
in the draft statement, (a) considers the views expressed by
the 7th Plan Working Group on Library Service and Informa-
tion, (b) invites the views of State Governments (including
U. Ts and of any other national organisation) if Government
of India so desires and (c) takes necessary steps for formal
adoption of the National Policy, as finally formulated, in the
first year of the 7th Plan. The document has been brought
out in mimeographed form with the title “’National Policy on
Library and Information System—A Projection’. It is learnt
that the Government of India is considering to adopt a

©. Survey of Public Library Services and Library Legislation

The Foundation has requested different state and union
territory governments to conduct survey of their respective
public library service on the model of Pilot Survey of Public
Library Services in Karnataka. It also requested some State
Governments, Uttar Pradesh and Bihar in particular, to enact
library legislation on any model acceptable to them.

6. Publication Programme

The Foundation brings out a quarterly Newsletter to give
publicity to its activities and to disseminate information on
library services in different parts of the country. All the
Issues were published in time. The publication of the book
“Indian Libraries : Trends and Perspectives’’ reached final
stage.

7. Research and Advisory Functions

In addition to the preparation of the draft of the National
Policy on Library and Information System, Shri B. P. Barua.
Director, prepared and presented two Important papers
during the vear :

(a) India’s Need for a National Library and Information
Policy—presented in the XXX All India Library Con-
ference held at Jaipur in January 1985.

(b) National Bibliographic Control : Problems, Perspectives
and Needs—presented in the National Seminar on
Bibliographic Control held at Calcutta in February
1985.

The Director has also to render advisory or consultancy
service to the Department of Culture and different State
Governments whenever necessary.

CHAPTER 5

ADMINISTRATION

1. The Foundation

The Foundation is composed of 22 members headed by the
Minister in charge of Department of Culture, Government of
India or his/her nominee as its Chairman. The Foundation
held two meetings during the year : one on 22 May 1984
and the other on 22 September 1984 Both the meetings
were held in Calcutta (For list of members of the Foundation
see Appendix ).

2. Administrative Committee

The Foundation’s functioning is managed by an Administra-
tive Committee. It consists of 11 members including the
ex-officio members viz. Chairman, Financial Adviser, represen-
tative of the Department of Culture and the Member-Secretary.
The Administrative Committee looks after the financial and
administrative affairs of the Foundation. It held three
meetings during the year on 21 May 1984 and 21 September
1984 at Calcutta and 2 February 1985 at Shastri Bhavan,
New Delhi. (For list of members of the Administrative

3. State Library Planning Committees (SLPCs)/State
Library Committees (SLCs)

to this procedure, the states are no longer required to
submit list of books and list of libraries fo the Foundation
for prior approval with the intention that this would accelerate
the utilisation of assistance and minimise delay. The removal
of the compulsion of prior approval from the Foundation
does not seem to have improved the situation very much.
On the other hand, some states are not careful enough in
finalising the list of recipient libraries along with the list of
books. This has resulted into incomplete compilation of
statistics of recipient libraries by the Foundation.

The absence or dearth of officers also had an adverse effect
on the total performance of the Foundation. There was
timelag between the departure of one officer and joining of
another officer. This is one of the factors for substantial
accumulation of outstanding liabilities.

2. Achievements

Notwithstanding various administrative and procedural
constrainrs, the Foundation has taken long stridesin promot-
ing library services in the country. Since its inception in
1972 till March 1985, the Foundation received total grants
and contributions of Rs.485.22 lakhs out of which Rs. 284 .79
lakhs were received from the Government of India and the

balance amount of Rs. 200.43 lakhs from the states and
union territories.

The volume of assistance rendered during the year 1984-85
amounts to Rs. 51.28 lakhs and the grand total of assistance
during the last thirteen years is Rs. 417.10 lakhs.

During the year the Foundation assisted 2441 libraries
excluding the figures of Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, West Bengal
and Mizoram. (See Appendix VII).
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Over the last thirteen years the Foundation has covered
18,139 libraries at various levels :
