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Chapter 1
INTRCDUCTION

Thls is the 22nd Annual Report of Raja Rammohun Roy
Library Foundation. The Foundation came into being in 1972
on the auspicious occasion of the bicentennial birth anniver-
sary of Raja Rammohun Roy. Coincidently, it was also the
International Book Year and the Silver Jubilee Year of our
'ndependence. The Foundation is an autonomous organisation,
established and fully financed by Department of Culture, Gov-
ernment of India. It is registered under the West Bengal
Societies Registration Act , 1961. The basic idea behind estab-
lishing the Foundation is to take the library movement to small
towns and villages in co-operation with the state governments,
union territory administrations and other organisations en-
gaged in promotion of library services and mass education.

As library service comes under the jurisdiction of state govern-
ments, the Foundation has to function within the limited
Jarameters of constitutional provisions. Moreover, states vary
in their size, population, percentage of literacy, production of
literature in regional languages and library infrastructure.
Sometimes unforeseen administrative bottlenecks stand in the
vay of some states from availing assistance from the Founda-
jon. Some states which have adopted library legislation viz.
ramil Nadu (1948), Andhra Pradesh (1960), Karnataka (1965),
viaharashtra (1967), and West Bengal (1979) have developed
oetter infrastructure of library services. Library legislation

adopted by Manipur (1988), Kerala (1989), Haryana (1989),

Goa (1993) and Mlzora.m (1993)_ is in different stages of
ntation. Even without legislation, some of the state

impleme some
S n territory governments have taken initiative to estab-

and unio
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lish and sponsor libraries, while some others are promoting
library services mainly through aided libraries and voluntary
organisations. There are also a number of public libraries
sponsored by some Central Government organisations ViZ.
Nehru Yuvak Kendras, Jawahar Bal Bhavans etc. With the
limited resources at its disposal the Foundation  extended
assistance to all categories of public libraries. The volume
of assistance exceeded Rs.276 lakh during the year.

Besides being a funding body the Foundation also functions as
a national agency for coordinating , monitoring and developing
the public library services in the country. The Foundation 18
-vested with the responsibility of promoting library movement
in the country. Promotion of library movement essentiall.)’
means establishment of more and more libraries for the benefit
of the reading public. In order to improve library facilities in
the country, the Foundation has adopted certain schemes of
matching and non-matching assistance. To avail assistance,
under the matching scheme a state has to participate in the
programme of the Foundation by paying contributions on 2
pre-determined basis. The amount varies from Rs.l1 lakh tO
Rs.10 lakh depending on the size, population , library infra
structure and past utilisation of funds. Non-matching assis”
tance is usually rendered to the State Central Libraries and
District Libraries of all the states and union territories paftly‘
to augment the stock of their reading materials and partly to,
develop children's section in the libraries. Assistance is avail-
able to all categories of public libraries — government, semi-

government, statutory and even libraries run by voluntary
organisations.

Promotion of reading habit being the primary concern, thvl
major share of assistance is allocated for increasing the book
stock of libraries. Assistance is also rendered under different
sc;hemes for library_building, furniture, equipment and audio-
visual materials. In order to extend library facilities to the
disadvantaged section of the people, a scheme of assistanc®
towards development of mobile library service and rural book
fieposn centres was introduced some years back; but this schem®
Is yet to catch the imagination of library organisers. Steps have
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also been taken to improve the quality of library service by
introducing the scheme of assistance towards organisation of
seminars, workshops, short term training courses and book
exhibitions. The scheme of assistance to voluntary
organisations providing public library services was transferred
by the Department of Culture to the Foundation from the year
1986-87. During 1987-88 , three new schemes have been
adopted for (1) increasing accommodation in public
libraries below district level, (2) acquiring TV-cum-VCR sets
for educational purposes by State Central Libraries and Dis-
trict Libraries and (3) developing children's libraries or
children's section in public libraries. Though some new schemes
have been approved by the Foundation for implementation

during the 8th Plan period, they are yet to receive clearance
from the Ministry of Human Resource Development.

In view of expanding activities, the Foundation had decided
to open a Field & Monitoring Unit during the 7th Plan period.
It is proposed to strengthen the Unit during the Sth Plan
subject to approval by the Ministry. However, four zonal of-°
fices are functioning in Delhi, Bombay, Madras and Calcutta.

Another significant development of the Foundation is the in-
troduction of revised guidelines for selection of books both by
the Foundation under non-matching scheme and by the states
under matching scheme. The revised guidelines under non-
matching scheme adopted from 17th Book Selection meeting is
placed in Appendix-19. The modified guidelines for the states
is also placed in Appendix-20. The computer was extensively
used for creating database of books distributed to various
libraries in the country.

The Raja Rammohun Roy Memorial Lecture, 1993, was
organised in Calcutta on July 15, 1993. The Lecture was
delivered by Shri Nikhil Chakravarty. The theme was Rel-
€vance of Rammohun Roy for India Today

Chapter 11

BOOK ASSISTANCE

The quality of a library depends on the size of its collection
and the number of readers it serves. A library grows when it
augments its stock from time to time. But as availability of
funds is not keeping up with the increasing price of books, the
libraries are finding it difficult to acquire enough books to
cater to the needs of their growing readership. Except in a few
states, whatever funds are available from different sources are
spent primarily for the maintenance of staff. The Foundation,
therefore, continued this major scheme of augmenting the
book-stock of libraries, known as, Assistance towards buij]q-
ing up of adequate stock of books and other reading ang

visual materials.

Assistance under the scheme is given from two SOUTCES, match-
ing source and Central source. When assistance 1s rendered
from the matching source, the responsibility for selection,
purchase and distribution of books is vested in the state
authority; and when assistance is rendered from the Central
source, the Foundation is responsible for selection and supply
of the books.

1. Matching Book Assistance

The State Library Planning Committee or the State Library
Committee(SLPC/SLC) set up at the instance of the Foundation
in each state and union territory prepares proposals for assis-
tance under this major scheme. It prepares the list of books
and the list of libraries to which the books are to be sent. For
this purpose the Foundation has issued detailed guidelines.

Once lists of books and beneficiary libraries are approved by
the State Library Committees or State Library Planning Com-
mittees, steps are taken to purchase and distribute the books.
Some states and union territories viz. (1) Andhra Pradesh,
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(2) Arunachal Pradesh (3) Assam, (4) Bihar, (5) Gujarat, (6)
Goa, (7) Haryana (8) Himachal Pradesh, (9) Karnataka, (10)
Kerala, (11) Madhya Pradesh, (12) Maharashtra, (13)
Manipur, (14) Meghalaya (15) Mizoram, (16) Orissa, (17)
Punjab, (18) Tamil Nadu, (19) Tripura, (20) Uttar Pradesh,
(21) West Bengal, (22) Chandigarh, (23) Lakshadweep and
(24) Pondicherry continued to assume the responsibility for the
purchase and distribution of books. The Foundation, however.
has been doing this job for the state of Nagaland, Rajasthan
and union territories of Lakshadweep and Andaman and Nicobar
Islands as these are reluctant to do so on the ground that they
do not have adequate machinery for placing orders, and pro-
cessing the bills of suppliers. Payment is released by the
Foundation on receipt of copies of orders and certified bills
from the Conveners of the SLPCs/SLCs in respect of the
former group of states. When the Foundation places orders,
full payment is made to the publishers/suppliers on receipt of
bills, proof of despatch and other required documents as per
the revised guidelines (For Guidelines see Appendix-19 and
20 and for the Statement showing Position of Assistance
Under Matching Schemes during 1993-94 .o Appendix-6)

The selection of libraries under the matching programme rests
with respective SLPCs/SLCs. Assistance under the book assis-
tance scheme is available for all categories of public libraries
viz., State Central Libraries, Regional/Divisional Libraries
District Central Libraries, Sub-Divisional Libraries, Tehsii
Libraries, Municipal Libraries, Town Libraries, Rural Librar-
jes etc. which are all plaintained Or aided or recognised/
sponsored by the respective state governments/union territory
administrations.

During the period under report the following states imple-
mented the scheme of Book Assistance: (1) Assam, (2)
Arunachal Pradesh, (3) Goa, (4) Gujarat, (5) Haryana, (6)
Himachal Pradesh, (7) Karnataka, (8) Madhya Pradesh., (9)
Maharashtra, (10) Manipur, (11) Meghalaya, (12) Mizoram.
(13) Nagaland, (14) Orissa, (15) Punjab, (16) Rajasthan, (17)
Tamil Nadu, (18) Tripura, (19) Uttar Pradesh, (20) West
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Bengal, (21) Chandigarh and (22) Lakshadweep. Some states
could not fully utilise the available matching fund kept for the
purpose. As a result, the total amount of committed liability
rose to Rs. 1,16,38,197.78.

Almost all the states and union territories have set up State
Central Libraries. Delhi is served by the Delhi Public Library.
The State Central Library of Tamil Nadu i.e., Connemara
Public Library and M.S. Town Hall Library of Maharashtra get
books under the Delivery of Books Act. There are also Re-
gional Libraries in some states viz., (1) Andhra Pradesh, (2)
Bihar, (3) Madhya Pradesh, (4) Maharashtra and (5) Rajasthan.
District Libraries have been established in most of the djs-
tricts. Some of the State Central Libraries and Regional Lj.
braries also function as District Libraries for the respective
districts in which they are located. State Central Libraries ang
Regional Libraries are usually government libraries. However,
Gujarat Vidyapeeth in Gujarat, Sinha Library in Bihar and
Maulana Azad Central Library in Madhya Pradesh are notable
exceptions. Similarly, some of the District Libraries are gov-
ernment libraries and some are government-aided.

The organizational pattern of the libraries below the district
!evel is not uniform. They do not always conform to admin-
Istrative units. Generally speaking, in the South they are
called Branch Libraries, in the West and North, Taluka or
Tehsil Libraries and in the East, Sub-Divisional Libraries.
Fl'lrther below there are Block, Municipal, Town and Rural
Libraries. Many of these libraries are run by voluntary
orggnisations, registered or unregistered. For the purpose of
giving grants, the libraries are sometimes classified into vari-
ous groups. Since the aim of the Foundation is to extend
library service to small towns and villages, great stress has
been laid upon assistance to this group of libraries.

During the year under report the Foundation rendered assis-

?ance to 4,466 libraries. Total book assistance under the match-
Ing programme amounted to Rs.1,08,78,466.47.



2. Non-Matching (Direct) Book Assistance

In addition to matching assistance, the Foundation also gives
direct book assistance out of its own resources to certain
categories of libraries in a limited scale. The beneficiary
libraries under this programme are (a) Centrally-sponsored
libraries like Nehru Yuvak Kendras etc. and mobile units
under Palli Sanghthana Vibhaga, Viswa Bharati and (b) State
Central Libraries and District Libraries through Central Selec-
tion of Books, mainly in Hindi and English.

(a) Assistance to Centrally-sponsored Libraries

The Ministry of Human Resource Development, under its Youth
Services Programme, has established Nehru Yuvak Kendras in
various district headquarters of the country for the welfare of
non-student youth between 15 to 35 years of age. Nehru Yuvak
Kendras have since been placed under the administrative con-
trol of Nehru Yuvak Sangathan, an autonomous body under
the Department of Youth Affairs, Ministry of Human Resource
Development, Government of India. Apart from recreational
activities Nehru Yuvak Kendras are also expected to support
adult education programmes and to run circulating library
services through rural youth clubs. The Foundation supports
the library services organised by the Kendras. Assistance under‘
the scheme is also being rendered to some reputed voluntary
organisations recognised or recommended by the Government
of India. During the period under report Foundation rendered
assistance of Rs.5,22,112 to 214 Nehru Yuvak Kendras and the
mobile library units of Viswa Bharati.(Statement of Assis-
tance rendered to Centrally-sponsored Libraries during
1993-94 see Appendix-16)

(b) Assistance to State Central Libraries and District
Libraries

Apart from the books, mainly in Indian languages, selected by
the respective SLPC/SLC for State Central Libraries, District
Libraries and Libraries below district level the Foundation



centrally selects books in Hindi and English for distribution to
the State Central and District Libraries in the country. The
Administrative Committee of the Foundation has prepared
detailed guidelines for selection of such books. The Book
Selection Committee constituted for the purpose selects books
from book reviews, publishers' catalogues, book Jackets, rec-
ommendations of recommending authorities and those submit-
ted by various publishers from all over the country, after
physical vertifcation. The Committee met twice during the year
and selected 450 titles for State Central Libraries (27 librar-
ies), 942 titles for both State Central and 100 selected District
Libraries. (127 libraries) and 166 titles for State Central and
District Libraries (401 libraries).The quantum of assistance
paid under this programme during the year under report
amounted to Rs. 72,86,521.00.
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Chapter III
FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

There are eight schemes under which financial assistance 1is
rendered to public libraries all over the country.

1. Assistance towards Organisation of Seminars, Work-
shops, Training Courses (Orientation / Refresher) and Book
Exhibitions

The objective of the scheme is to give re-orientation training to
librarians and to promote the use of books and inculcate
reading habit among the public. Assistance under the scheme
is available to the Library Department/Directorate of state/
union territ.ories,. State Central Libraries. library associations
and institutlons. imparting training in Library Science. Assis-
tance under this scheme is given from two sources viz. 1)
Matching Fund and (ii) Non-matching Fund (Foundation's own
resources). The grant out of matching fund is given only to

financial assistance from the non-matching fund. (For State-
ment of Assnsta.nce towards Organisation of Sem.inars Work-
shops etc. during 1993-94 gee Appendix-7). :

2. Assistance towards Storage of Books

This scheme was adopted in 1979-80 to enable small libraries
below district level to store and display increasing number of
books received from the Foundation. Under this scheme finan-
cial assistance is given to the libraries for purchasing not more
than 2 almirahs/racks in a year on the recommendation of the
respective state government/union territory administration.

During the year the Foundation sanctioned assistance of
Rs.51,95,661 to 2,003 number of libraries in the states of

Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat, Himachal Pradesh, Karnataka, Kerala,

Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Manipur, Orissa, Tamil Nadu,
West Bengal and Union Territory of Andaman and Nicobar
Islands and Pondicherry ( Statement of Grants released to-
wards Storage and Display of Books during 1993-94 See¢

Appendix-8).

3. Assistance to Voluntary Organisations providing Public
Library Services

This is a scheme extended to voluntary organisations on match-
ing basis for promotion of public library services. The benefi-
ciary organisation/institution under the scheme is required to
spend 50 per cent of the total estimated cost of the proposal.
The scheme was operated by the Department of Culture, Gov-
ernment of India till 1985-86. The objective of the scheme is
to render financial assistance to voluntary organisations/insti-
tutions working in the field of public libraries for purchase of
books, furniture and equipment, and also for construction,
including additions/alterations of the building of the library

wing of the organisation.

The grant is released on the recommendation of a Grants
Committee, constituted for the purpose by the Foundation,
normally to such organisations as are recommended by the
state governments/union territory administrations. During the
year under report Grants Committee met twice and grants
worth Rs.19,80,600 were released to 57 organisations all over
the country. (Statement of Assistance rendered to Voluntary
Organisations during 1993-94 see Appendix-9).

f" Assistance to Public Libraries below'District Level for
increasing Accommodation

This is a matching scheme. The scheme was adopted for the
first time during the year 1989-90. The objective of the scheme
is to render financial assistance to government-run or -aide

public libraries below district level for the purpose of construc”
tion/addition/alteration of library building. The grant is sanc¢”
tioned on the recommendation of the respective SLPC/SLC-
During the year the Foundation sanctioned assistance ©
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Rs.7,68.738 to 16 libraries in the states of Andhra Pradesh and
West Bengal (Statement of Grants released towards in-
creasing Accommodation during 1293-94 see Appendix-10).

D Assistance to State Central Libraries and District

Libraries to purchase TV-cum-VCR Sets for Educational
Purpose

This is a scheme under the matching programme of the Foun-
dation adopted since 1987-88. The scheme is intended to
diversify the services of public libraries, through audio-visual
materials, at state and district levels. The grant is released
at the recommendation of the respective SLPC/SLC for pur-
chase of a TV-cum-VCR set per library with accessories in-
cluding installation charges, and for purchase of educational
cassettes — not more than 5 cassettes per year per library.
During the year under report grant of Rs.4,00,230 was released
in favour of 22 libraries in Gujarat (Rs.82,800), Himachal
Pradesh (Rs.3,842), Karnataka (Rs.2,44,650) , Meghalaya
(Rs.13,900) and West Bengal (Rs.55,038) ( Statement of As-

sistance rendered towards Purchase of TV-cum-VCR Sets
during 1993-94 see Appendix-11).

6. Assistance to Children's Libraries and Children's
Section of General Public Libraries

This is a non-matching scheme to support and promote
Children's Libraries all over the country in order to develop
reading habit among the children.

Assistance under the scheme is available to Children's Librar-
ies or to those public libraries which have children's section.
Assistance is available for purchase of reading materials, au-
dio-visual materials, racks, almirahs and reading tables and
chairs. A total grant of Rs. 2,62,500 was released under the
scheme as first instalments to 63 libraries, as second instal-

ment to 42 libraries (including Jawahar Bal Bhawans in both
Cases) in 16 states/union territories. (Statement of Grants
released to Children's Libraries and Children's Section of
General Public libraries including JBBs during 1993-94 see
Appendix-12).
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7. Assistance to Libraries towards Centenary Celebrations

The scheme was introduced during 1990-91. The objective of
the scheme is to render financial support towards organisation
of centenary celebrations by a library which has been in
existence and has been providing library services to the public
for the past hundred years or more.

Assistance under the scheme is given to the old reputed librar-
ies which have been providing library services to the people of
the locality with dedication and have contributed to developing
reading habit and enrichment of culture of the people in i
locality.

Under the scheme a maximum amount of Rs. 50,000 as finan-
cial assistance 1is given for organisation of seminar/workshop
befitting the occasion, purchase of books, furniture and equip-
ment, renovation of library building, organisation of cultyrg
function, debates, essay competitions on a topic of libry,

movement/national integration etc. During the year Foundatjgp
approved a grant of Rs. 60,000 to libraries in the states of
Gujarat, Uttar Pradesh and West Bengal (Statement of Aggjs-

tance rendered to Libraries for Centenary Celebrations
during 1993-94 see Appendix-13).

5. Publication

Granthana : Indian Journal of Library Studies, the biannual aca-
demic journal of the Foundation, started publishing in January 199¢
The combined issue 1&2 of Volume IV, 1993 has been released. The
journal has received wide acclamation and is indexed in LISA, Infor.
mation Science Abstracts and ILSA.

The Foundation's quarterly newsletter, RRRLF Newslette,
intended to publicize and disseminate information on library seryje

in all parts of the country. All the four issues, as planned, have pe
published during the year.

7. Foundation's Library

The §pef:ial -library in Library and Information Science that starteq
ﬁmctmpmg in 1981-82 in the headquarters of the Foundation had a
collection of 2,547 books at the end of the reporting year. It subscribed

to 45 journals (16 Indian and 29 foreign) and received 7 gag
complimentaries.

8. Research and Advisory Functions

On the invitation of Director, National Central Library, Taipei and

Chairperson, Organising Committee for International Conference on
National Libraries Towards the 21st Century, Dr. B.P. Barua visited
Taiwan during April 20-26, 1993. He presented a paper entitled
"National Library of India : Past, Present and Future."

The Director delivered a special speech on Library Organisation in
India in a seminar on the "Silver Jubilee of Maharashtra Public

Libraries Act : Challenges and Future" held in Bombay on June 13,
1993,

Dr. B.P. Barua, Diector participated in the closing function of Dr. S.R.
Ranganathan Centenary at Pune on August 8, 1993; at Panaji during

August 6-10, 1993 and in Calcutta on August 15, 1993. He delivered
a lecture on "Library Legislation in India with Specical Reference to

West Bengal" at the Pune function.

The Director also attended meetings of State Library Planning Com-
mittee of various states and participated in meetings of wvarious

departments.

The Director renders advisory and consultancy service to the Depart-
ment of Culture, Govt. of India and different state governments

whenever necessary.

9. Research Committee

The Foundation had constituted a Research Committee in 1988 to
advise the Foundation on matters related to research activities,
Foundation's library and publications. The Committee met once dur-

ing the year viz., on October 7,1993.

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Chapter V

ADMINISTRATION

1. The Foundation

The Foundation is composed of 22 members headed by the Minister-
in-charge of the Department of Culture, Government of India or his/
her nominee as its Chairman. After the expiry of the term of the
previous body, the Government of India reconstituted the Foundation
in April 1992 (See Apendix-1 for Members of the Foundation).The

Foundation held two meetings, during the reporting year viz. May 18,
1993 and October 8, 1993.

2. Administrative Committee

The Administrative Committee looks after the financial and adminis-
trative affairs of the Foundation. It is consisted of 11 members

including t-he ex-officio members viz. Chairman, Financial Advisor,
representative of the Department of Culture and the Member-Secretary.
(For Members of the Administrative Committee see Appendix-2).

The Committee met thrice during the reporting year viz. on July 15,
1993, October 8, 1993 and February 9, 1994.

3. State Library Planning Committee/State Library Committee

State Library Planning Committees (SLPCs)/State Library Committees
(SLCs) are the principal agencies through which the Foundation
c.ollaborates with state governments and union territory administra-
tions. These committees are expected not only to plan the expansion
and development of library services but also to supervise the imple-
mentation of various programmes of assistance adopted by
the Foundation. These are also expected to serve as co-
ordinating bodies of several state departments engaged in the promo-

tion of library services at various levels. The SLPCs/SLCs are sup-
posed to meet at least twice a year.

Functions of the SLPCs/SLCs are:

(a) to prepare perspective and annual plan of library services
particularly in the non-metropolitan areas of the state with

particular reference to the assistance programmes of the Foun-
dation;

(b) to ensure payment of state/union territory contribution to and
drawal of matching grant from the Foundation:

(c) to scrutinise and recommend proposals for assistance to
- the Foundation;

(d) to select books according to the felt-need of the community
and in conformity with the guidelines prescribed by the

Foundation;

(e) to ensure proper utilisation of assistance rendered by the
Foundation;

® " to create an atmosphere for the development of reading

habit among the general public by arranging symposia,
seminars, exhibitions and other activities;

€9} to perform any other activity conducive to the development
of library movement in the state/union territory.

Out of 32 states and union territories, 26 have participated in the
Foundation's matching assistance programme during the year under
report. However, majority of the state/union territories have partici-
pated in the book, storage and seminar assistance programmes. Total
expenditure incurred under matching assistance programme amounted

to approximately Rs.174.71 lakhs.

8. Zonal Offices

The four Zonal Offices of the Foundation started functioning from
June 1987 with the posting of Assistant Field Officers (AFOs). The
Eastern Zonal Office is located at headquarters of the Foundation (See
Appendix -5 for Address of RRRLF Zonal Offices)

9. Inspection

Inspection of libraries is a regular programme conducted by the
Inspection & Monitoring Unit of the Foundation. Public libraries of
various categories viz. State Central Libraries, District Libraries, Taluka/
Block/Town Libraries etc., and libraries of voluntary —organisations
Spread through the length and breadth of the country are inspected to
evaluate proper and purposeful utilisation of assistance rendered by

the Foundation under its various schemes.

The four Assistant Field Officers attached to Zonal Offices, like the

previous year, inspected 567 libraries during the year under report.
( For Statement of Libraries inspected during 1993-94 see Appen-
dix-14).

10. Finance

The Foundation is fully financed by the Government of India. During
the year the Foundation received grant of Rs. 2,22,06,898 (Rs.36,07,173
under Non-Plan and Rs.1,85,99,725 under Plan allocations) from the
Government of India. In addition, the Foundation also received con-
tributions from state governments and union territory administrations.
The contributions are paid in order to receive matching assistance
from the Foundation under its different schemes. The' amount of
contribution received during the year was Rs.82.95 lakhs ( For State-
Mment showing Position of Assistance under Matching Scheme dur-
Ing 1993-94 see Appendix 6).
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11. Accounts

The accounts of the Foundation for 1993-94 have been audited by the
Director of Audit (Central), Calcutta in February 1994. (For Pie-Chart

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Chapter VI

CONCLUSION

1. Problems and Bottlenecks

The problems and bottlenecks faced by the Foundation in the execu-
tion of its programmes are mainly late submission and non-submis-
sion of proposals for assistance by some states and the consequent
delayed execution of the schemes of assistance.

In the existing scheme of things the Foundation has to depend on
the state government machinery for the implementation of its
programmes. Its performance reflects the total performance of the
participating states and union territories. Often. it fails to achieve the
target owing to circumstances beyond its control. During the year
under report proposals for assistance were received very late from
many states, and some big states have failed to draw their share of
assistance viz. Uttar Pradesh and Rajasthan.

We are also finding it difficult to obtain timely information from some
states regarding libraries recziving book assistance under the matching
programme of the Foundation due to decentralisation of the distribu-
tion channel through District Library Authorities

It is felt that there is great need for assistance towards construction and/
or extension of library buildings all over the country. But the resources
available for the purpose under the matching scheme are too meagre
to make it effective. The state governments and union territories prefer
to utilise the available funds to increase the book stock of libraries.

2. Achievements

Notwithstanding various administrative and procedural constraints
the Foundation has taken long strides in promoting library services iI;
the country. Since the inception in 1972 till March 1994, the
Foundation received total grants and contributions of Rs.2,444.34
lakhs out of which Rs.1670.78 lakhs were received from the Govern-
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ment of India and the balance amount of Rs 773 56 lakhs from l:;
states and union territories. The volume of assistance rendered durl of
the year 1993-94 amounts to Rs.275.82 lakhs and the grand total
assistance during the last twentytwo years i1s Rs.2,003.22 lakhs.

During the year Foundation assisted 4,466 libraries.
